We held a parent engagement meeting

inviting all our families to attend and learn

more about the program that Lions Quest

facilitated. The staff have been wonderful to

The online platform has worked so well for us at our school. We have been able to train
our educators right in our building. It's so valuable to take the training with fellow
educators you work with every day. It makes collaborating so much more efficient. We
also enjoyed meeting and discussing the program with fellow educators from across
Canada.

Lions Quest uses the CASEL framework which helps kids regulate emotions, recognize
emotions in themselves and others. It helps with stress management, and teaches kids
how to be a good friend. The program also covers some of the new Ontario health
curriculum eg. substance abuse, along with so many other benefits. The curriculum is
easy to follow and has everything you need for a full lesson. Our grade 1-2 teacher
uses one lesson and breaks it down over several days. In Mrs. Russell’s class, their
favourite lesson is goal setting and recognizing strengths in ourselves and each

other. Including the community it a big part of Lions Quest. Mrs. Russell’s class loved
writing letters to residents of a local nursing home and a local cafe where street-
involved people from the community can get a warm lunch and fellowship.

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outstanding. It offers grade specific lessons that are practical and easy to teach. There
are a variety of fun, interactive games and activities that keep children engaged. The
topics are exactly what kids need and it's a bonus that each grade has parallel topics at
their own age level."
